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Policy Statement:

At World’s End Junior School, we recognise that PSHE forms an essential part of every pupil’s education. Our curriculum is inclusive, develops growth mind-sets and is aspirational and our PSHE work helps to embed these messages throughout the wider curriculum. It encourages children to manage their behaviour positively, form effective relationships with staff and peers, promotes the development of healthy lifestyles and encourages independence and responsibility. These elements help to improve the quality of their life and academic achievement of all pupils.

What is PSHE?

PSHE stands for Personal Social Health and Economic Education. PSHE links strongly with Citizenship, British Values and our recent work on the UNICEF Rights Respecting Schools Award and our HSBC School Bank.

Why teach PSHE?

PSHE is a key element of the curriculum. The skills learned are transferable between subjects. PSHE teaches children to celebrate who they are, improve and enhance their confidence and self-esteem and show them how to value others regardless of their differences.

Aims

PSHE enables children to become healthy, independent and responsible members of society. We encourage our pupils to play a positive role in contributing to the life of the school and the wider community. In doing so, we help develop their sense of self-worth. We ensure that they experience the process of democracy in school through the junior leadership team (JLT) and voting for various other class representatives such as their UNICEF ambassadors. We teach them about the rights they receive through the United Nations Convention on the Rights of the Child (UNCRC). They learn to appreciate what it can mean to be a positive member of a multicultural society.

We aim for our children to achieve well in the core skills. We hope our children will be self-aware, motivated learners, able to manage their emotions and feelings, display empathy towards their peers and have good social skills.

The National Curriculum and Cross Curricular Links

World’s End Junior School implemented the JIGSAW programme for teaching PSHE across the school in May 2016. This programme also provides lessons and resources to aid in the teaching of Relationship, Sex and Health Education. (There is a separate policy covering Relationship, Sex and Health Education.)
PSHE can easily link in with other subjects, for example: 

-
Drama – role play including body language, tonality and empathy
-
Art and Music – understanding cultural significance and traditions worldwide

-
Literacy – diary entries to highlight certain emotions and empathising with characters
-
Geography – on impact on the wider world and becoming global citizens
-
Science – understanding how to care for our bodies, both mentally and physically
-
RE – showing compassion and caring for others regardless of faith

We also develop PSHE through activities and whole-school events, e.g. the school council meets regularly to discuss school matters. We offer residential visits to Year 5 and 6 children where there is a particular focus on developing pupils’ self-esteem, giving them opportunities to develop leadership, co-operative skills and effective discussion through team-building activities.

We also have a paper recycling team who are responsible for collecting the recycling bags from each classroom. This develops respect for a clean, safe and healthy environment free from potentially dangerous litter. Recycling raises awareness of sustainable resources.

Planning

Planning follows the JIGSAW scheme of work. The scheme has been developed using a spiral curriculum approach, meaning that all children will cover the same core skills, going into more depth each year. The PSHE subject leader monitors planning and samples of work termly to ensure correct skills coverage.

Through effective planning and teaching of PSHE, we enable the children to:

- know and understand what constitutes a healthy lifestyle

- be aware of safety issues and have a sound understanding of risk
- understand what makes for good relationships with others

- have respect for others

- be independent and responsible members of the school community

- be positive and active members of a democratic society

- develop self-confidence and self-esteem, and make informed choices regarding personal and social issues

- develop good relationships with other members of the school and the wider community.

Teaching methods and approaches

Teachers use a range of teaching and learning styles – visual, auditory and kinaesthetic – so that all children can become involved in lessons and achieve the objectives. Discussion plays a big role in the teaching and learning of PSHE. We encourage the children to take part in a range of activities such as class discussion, group work, circle time, art and role play. We offer children the opportunity to hear visiting speakers, such as health workers, police, and representatives from the local church, whom we invite into the school to talk about their role in creating a positive and supportive local community.

Organisation

There are 6 themes of JIGSAW:

1. Being Me in My World
2. Celebrating Difference
3. Dreams and Goals
4. Healthy Me
5. Relationships
6. Changing Me
To ensure that a wide spectrum of topics are covered in depth throughout our curriculum, we also provide learning opportunities based on different events during the year: Mental Health Week, NSPCC PANTS, Anti-bullying Week and Safer Internet Day.
Teachers should respond to the needs of their classes by adapting planning and providing targeted lessons to support the children in circumstances such as bullying, e-safety and wellbeing.
Display

A range of PSHE displays are located around the school. These displays cover a range of PSHE topics which include: e-safety, anti-bullying, UNICEF and the NSPCC PANTS Campaign. This encourages children to be mindful of their rights and the rights of others throughout the day as well as reminding the children that there are no outsiders in our school and helping them to maintain an inclusive and caring attitude to others.
Assessment and Record-keeping

Every class has their own PSHE book where evidence is gathered. Evidence can include written work, art work, photographs or work created using ICT. Video evidence (e.g. role play) is stored on the computer system in a dedicated folder within each year groups PSHE folder. Teachers complete an assessment grid for three children in each class at the end of the year providing a judgement as to whether they are working towards or working at the expected level for PSHE. They are also able to make notes as to whether children have displayed proficiency in certain areas or have excelled in the subject content.
Resources

Resources are stored centrally on the computer system where they are easily accessible. Each year group also has access to a hard copy of these resources in the form of a Jigsaw folder to be stored by a class teacher in that year. Other resources are kept in the PSHE subject leader’s room.

Equal Opportunities for all Children

We teach PSHE to all children, regardless of their abilities. Our teachers provide learning opportunities matched to the individual needs of children with special educational needs. We believe that all children matter, and as such, they should be given every opportunity to achieve their best.

We achieve this by thorough planning which matches the PSHE Association’s guidelines. Teachers plan activities which will meet the needs of boys and girls, children with special educational needs, children who are more able, children with disabilities, children from all social and cultural backgrounds, different ethnic groups and diverse linguistic backgrounds.

We meet the needs of all children by:

- Providing resources that reflect diversity and are free from discrimination and stereotyping,

- Using a range of teaching and learning strategies based on the children’s specific needs

- Providing support where necessary

Monitoring and reviewing

The PSHE subject leader is responsible for monitoring the standards of children’s work and the quality of planning and teaching. The subject leader supports colleagues in the teaching of PSHE by giving them information about current developments in the subject and by providing a strategic lead and direction for the subject in the school. The subject leader fulfils this role by reviewing samples of children’s work, monitoring the planning, leading staff meeting and team teaching with members of staff. This ensures parity of teaching and learning and correct skills coverage across the year groups
