Our vision: 
At Worlds End Junior School we use Oracy as a tool to ensure children leave our school empowered to be confident communicators in order to express themselves, their learning, their needs and also to listen to other's opinions. We ensure that all children feel that their voice, and other voices, are valued so that they are confident in expressing their opinions while understanding how to alter their speech to their audience and how best to express themselves in all situations.
 What Oracy Looks Like at World’s End
· Talk-rich classrooms where discussion deepens understanding across all subjects.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Explicit teaching of talk – using explicit praise, we teach children how to talk for a wide range of audiences and how to have a successful, purposeful discussion.
· Purposeful opportunities for talk across the curriculum – subject leaders are re-writing all curriculum plans to create meaningful opportunities for learning through talk.
· Inclusive strategies that support reluctant speakers and celebrate every voice.
· Performative opportunities such as drama, debates, and assemblies.
· Explicit teaching of the skills needed for all areas of the Voice 21 Oracy Framework - physical, linguistic, cognitive and Social & Emotional.  Children are taught what ‘good’ looks like in all areas and to praise each other when they recognise it. 
· Staff modelling and coaching to embed oracy across the curriculum.
· Pupil voice surveys to track progress and shape our provision.
