	Online Bullying
	Provides tools and scenarios to help children identify, respond to, and prevent online bullying.

· Year 5: Understanding the impact of online content on others.
· Year 6: Knowing how to access helpline services like Childline.

	Builds resilience and emotional regulation, helping children respond constructively to bullying from a non-digital perspective. Identifying and addressing bullying behaviours in digital environments
· Addressed in myHappyWorld Media Literacy and Digital resilience in addition:
· Year 3: Relate module -Learning how to be a good friend and spot unhealthy relationship patterns.
· Year 4: Relate module- Exploring empathy and kindness to prevent bullying.
· Year 5: Celebrate module- Strengthening self-worth to stand up to bullying.
· Year 6: Engage module - Developing resilience and strategies to cope with peer conflict


	Managing Online Information
	Focuses on evaluating online content, identifying misinformation, and developing critical thinking.
· Year 3: Understanding that not all online information is true.
· Year 4: Evaluating sources of online content.
· Year 5: Recognizing misinformation and fake news.
· Year 6: Using critical thinking to assess online information.

	Developing skills to critically assess and manage online information. This is explored in myHappyWorld Media Literacy and Digital Resilience, particularly around algorithms and cookies.
· Year 3: Engage module: Asking questions and being curious.
· Year 4: Engage module: Thinking critically about information.
· Year 5: Engage module: Making informed decisions.
· Year 6: Engage module: Reflecting on reliable sources.


	Health, Wellbeing and Lifestyle
	Explores the impact of screen time, digital balance, and online stressors.
· Year 3: Recognizing how screen time affects health.
· Year 4: Understanding the importance of balance in digital use.
· Year 5: Exploring the impact of technology on wellbeing.
· Year 6: Discussing strategies for healthy digital habits.

	Directly addresses mental health and wellbeing through 'myHappybody' and mindfulness practices.
Understanding the effects of digital technology on health and wellbeing. Covered in Media Literacy, as well as myHappyBody, with a focus on the impact of spending too much time online.
· Year 3: Celebrate module: Promoting positive mental health.
· Year 4: Celebrate module: Building healthy routines.
· Year 5: Engage module: Setting goals for wellbeing.
· Year 6: Engage module: Maintaining emotional balance.


	Privacy and Security
	Teaches children about data protection, passwords, and safe sharing practices.
· Year 3: Understanding what personal information is.
· Year 4: Recognizing risks of sharing information online.
· Year 5: Learning about secure passwords and privacy settings.
· Year 6: Identifying phishing and scams.

	Recognising the importance of protecting personal information online. Included in the Media Literacy and Digital Resilience lessons.
Lessons below also support responsible behaviour and decision-making.
· Year 3: Engage module: Learning about safe choices.
· Year 4: Engage module: Understanding consequences of sharing.
· Year 5: Engage module: Protecting personal boundaries.
· Year 6: Engage module: Making responsible decisions online.


	Copyright and Ownership
	Provides guidance on respecting intellectual property and understanding copyright laws.
· Year 3: Recognizing that content belongs to creators.
· Year 4: Understanding permission and crediting sources.
· Year 5: Exploring copyright laws and fair use.
· Year 6: Discussing ethical content sharing.

	Not directly covered in relation to digital content creation and sharing. Coverage on this is from a non-digital perspective but can be verbally mentioned during teaching. 
· Year 3: Engage module: Respecting others' work.
· Year 4: Engage module: Giving credit and being honest.
· Year 5: Engage module: Understanding ownership and responsibility.
· Year 6: Engage module: Making ethical choices.
